Registration open 6:30-7:45am at The Orchid Events and Catering of New Haven.  Online registration at 

www.truesport.com strongly recommended.  $10 late fee for race day registration.  Checks payable to 
MOS Racing. 

Medals awarded for top 3 Indiana licensed riders in each category.  Riders licensed in other states and one-day 
license holders only eligible for overall purse prizes.  Purse is based on minimum field size of twice the 
number of places awarded.  Results will be submitted to USAC. 

Course is a flat 40K, out-and-back.  20K out-and-back for Juniors, Eddy Merckx, 60+, and others upon request.  
Finish easily seen 1.5 miles out.  Pavement is good.  Riders will be required to stay to the right in their 
lane of travel and comply with all IN laws.  Turn-arounds will be marshalled. 

Start/Finish at The Orchid Events and Catering.  From Fort Wayne travel east on US24/Jefferson to New Haven.  
Stay on US24/Lincolnway to Dawkins Rd.  Continue east about 3 miles.  From I-469, take Exit 19 toward 
New Haven.  Turn right at first stop light, Minnich Rd.  Turn right on Dawkins Rd.
